Minutes 
Saskatoon Amateur Radio Club 

10 June 2008 
 

The meeting was opened at  7:34 pm  by vice-president VE5 MMG, Mike. 
   
Guests at the meeting who were welcomed:  Liam grandson of Ken B. VE5KRB and 
Sean VE5SMC 
  
Motion to accept the minutes of May 13 meeting, as circulated in the Feedline by John 
VA5JRA and seconded by VA5 BRB. Carried. 
             
Business arising from previous minutes.  Club President Terry had previously 
announced his departure to Florida regarding his work.   An emailed resignation was 
tendered to the club by Terry and read by Al, VE5 MDC.   
  
Discussion at the May meeting regarding Terryôs departure.  Motion put forward to 
have an election for president at the September meeting, with nominations from the 
floor at that time,  by Gus, VE5 SPI and seconded by Heather, VE5 HAP. Motion 
Carried. 
  
Treasurerôs monthly report was presented by Al, VE5 MDC.  Acceptance of the 
report was moved Al, VE5MDC and seconded by Ned,  VE5 NED.  Carried. 
  
Annual General Meeting - Financial Report  As this is the Annual General Meeting, 
Al, VE5MDC  presented the annual financial report.  The Provincial government, 
Corporations Branch requires that the financial statements be audited however this 
requirement may be waived by 2/3 vote.  More than two thirds of the membership have 
agreed to waive the audit by signing the form at the beginning of the year.  Copies of 
the annual report were handed out to members for discussion.  Al moved the report, 
seconded by Don, VE5 LQ.   Carried.   
  
RAC Insurance ï With the upcoming field day event, the status of club insurance 
through RAC was reviewed. There is an Increased level of insurance coverage and a 
smaller fee for the insurance.  Payment for the insurance has already gone out to RAC.  
Al, VE5MDC will follow up with RAC to confirm we are covered.   
* (Note: Al, VE5MDC has advised that The coverage is still the same 5 million Liability. 
We paid more this year $200.00 because most of our members do not belong to RAC. 
The Insurance Premium is based on the number of RAC members who are also 
members of SARC.) 
  
Field Day ï John RJA is looking after the setup of trailer, tower, etc.  
Ken KRB is looking after the flea market.  LEE is looking after the BBQ.  Gus SPI is 
looking after the Fox Hunt.  Location:  Western Development Museum. 
Ned, VE5 NED ï normally through the day there are enough people to operate and 
there is a shortage of operators during the evening and early morning times.  G1SFS 



has volunteered to work the night shift.  Sean VE5 SMC is also willing to help with the 
night shift.  
VE5 KRB ï Flea Market.  Talked about some of the items that will be featured at the 
Flea Market.  Beams, verticals, mag-mounts, etc. 
Lee is looking after the BBQ.  Tickets will be available at the Field Day for the BBQ.  
Tickets can also be purchased by Mike MMG.    Lee is basically looking for a head 
count.  Tickets for the BBQ are $5.00 
Gus ï Fox Hunt.  Frequency will be announced at the BBQ.  Fox will be in the vicinity of 
the Field Day setup.  Gus talked about the concept of Fox hunts, antennas to be used, 
etc.
